1. This is an application to remove all existing conditions attached to the licence and replace them with the following, brand new, schedule of conditions which are more appropriate for the premises. There will be no change to licensable activities, hours of operation or to the structure of the premises. The applicants wish to include within the licence, provision to allow for the sale by retail of alcohol for consumption on and off the premises.

Schedule of Conditions
2. The primary purpose of the premises will be that of a restaurant/bistro where the provision of food is an important element of the premises’ operation. Sufficient furniture and seating will be provided and set out so it does not become a high volume vertical drinking place.

3. Food will be available on the premises up until at least 10.00 pm on a daily basis.

4. Seating inside the premises will be provided for at least 70% of the total maximum capacity of the premises as determined by a risk assessment.

5. Whenever licensable activities are available at the premises a waiter/waitress service shall be available.

6. Noise or vibration shall not be allowed to emanate from the premises, such as to cause persons in the neighbourhood to be disturbed.

7. No entertainment of an adult nature shall take place on the premises.
8. Risk assessments carried out by or on behalf of the licence holder which relate to a licensing objective shall be available for inspection by an authorised officer.

9. Functions which specifically target young people aged 17-18 years (for example birthday parties) shall not be allowed to take place on the premises.

10. An incident recording system shall be maintained in which shall be recorded:-

i. All incidents of crime and disorder

ii. Refused sales to suspected under-age and drunken persons

iii. A record of any person asked to leave the premises or removed from the premises

iv. Details of occasions on which the police are called to the premises

11. No person in possession of a drink in a sealed or unsealed container shall be allowed to enter the premises except for the purposes of delivery. 

12. Appropriate measures shall be taken to ensure staff  prevent the removal of bottles or glasses from the curtilage and grounds of the licensed premises or any outside area under the control of the premises licence holder.

13. Frequent collection of glasses and bottles shall be undertaken to ensure that empty containers do not accumulate in or around the licensed premises.

14. All members of staff shall receive suitable training with regard to serving drunks and are to receive regular refresher training at intervals of a maximum of six months. Records to evidence this will be made available to an authorised officer upon request. 

15. Any person who appears to be intoxicated or who is behaving in a disorderly manner shall not be allowed entry to the venue. Any person within the premises who appears to be intoxicated or who is behaving in a disorderly manner shall be given care and consideration in leaving the venue

16. Any children under 16 shall remain the responsibility of the accompanying adult when using the premises; Staff are not allowed to be in sole supervision of children which remains the responsibility of the accompanying adult at all times.

17. A Challenge 25 proof of age policy shall be implemented and adhered to, all staff who are involved in the sale of alcohol shall receive suitable training in relation to the proof of age scheme to be applied upon the premises. All staff are to receive regular refresher training at intervals of a maximum of six months. Records to evidence this will be made available to an authorised officer upon request. 

18. Suitable signage shall be displayed to specify that a Challenge 25 Policy is in place. 

19. CCTV shall be installed internally and externally at the premises and will comply with the following:

· The CCTV system shall be installed, maintained and operated to the reasonable satisfaction of Lancashire Constabulary. All public areas of the premises are to be covered by the system. The system will incorporate a camera covering the entrance door and will be capable of providing an image which is regarded as identification standard.

· The system will display the correct date and time

· The system will make recordings during all hours the premises are open to the public

· VCR tapes or digital recordings shall be held for a minimum of 21 days after the recording is made and will be made available to the Police or any authorised persons for inspection upon request.

· The system will, as a minimum, record images of the head and shoulders of all persons entering the premises.

· A staff member who is conversant with the operation of the CCTV system will be on the premises at all times the premises are open to the public. This staff member will be able to show recent data or footage with the absolute minimum of delay when requested to by a Police Officer or a Local Authority Enforcement Officer.

20. At least one personal licence holder shall be contactable while the supply or sale of alcohol is being undertaken (whose identity will be known to all other staff engaged in the supply or sale of alcohol) except in the case of emergency.
