Become a Fylde Saltmarsh Champion with the Our Future Coast Project!
Do you love nature? Are interested in learning more about Saltmarsh and coastal defence?
The Our Future Coast project is a DEFRA-funded innovation project, working with partners across the North-West coast to test and trial nature-based restoration and monitoring techniques that enhance coastal defences.
Here in Fylde, we’re working with the Wildlife Trust for Lancashire, Manchester, and North Merseyside to trial saltmarsh restoration techniques in the area around Granny’s Bay. This is a fantastic opportunity to explore how saltmarsh habitats can support flood resilience alongside traditional sea walls.
As a Saltmarsh Champion, you’ll enjoy a varied role with opportunities to take part in lots of different areas including practical conservation tasks, surveying, and even growing and nurturing saltmarsh plants. No prior experience is needed—this is an innovative project where we’ll be learning together. 
What will you be doing?
· Support practical conservation on the saltmarsh including deploying and monitoring restoration aids.
· Help us understand the ongoing changes and pressures through various surveying opportunities
· Support public communication around Saltmarsh restoration including acting as a local liaison and sharing feedback with the project team
· Supporting with outdoor events, walks and activities 
· Additional opportunities to help us set up and care for our saltmarsh plant nursery will be available if interested. Tasks will include initial set up plus ongoing monitoring and plant care. 
What skills will I need?
· Enthusiastic about nature conservation, climate resilience, and your local coastline
· Good people and communication skills, positively representing the Council at all times 
· Flexibility, adaptability and open mindedness – the right candidate for this role will appreciate the broad and dynamic nature of the role  
· Friendly and comfortable engaging with the public
· Willingness to work outdoors in variable weather
· Commitment and reliability 
· Interest/Experience in horticulture would be advantageous for the additional Saltmarsh Nursery volunteering but is not essential
