Fylde Council take your privacy seriously and will only use your personal information to administer your account and to provide the products and services you have requested from us or have consented to us providing. What do we do with the information you give us in your licence application?
We use the information to process and determine your application for a licence and to issue your licence. We may also use it to send you a reminder when your licence is about to run out. If we refuse your application, or you withdraw it in circumstances where we would have been likely to refuse it, or if we revoke your licence, we will use your information to inform any future application you may make. We process your information for these purposes so we can carry out the legal function of taxi licensing.

You do not have to give us the personal information that we ask for, but if you do not, we will not be able to process your application or issue you with a licence.

How long will we keep the information?
We will normally keep the information you have given us during the period of any licence that we issue and until six months after it has expired. If we refuse your application, or you withdraw it in circumstances where we would have been likely to refuse it, we will keep your information for ten years after we decide your application. If we revoke your licence, we will keep your information for ten years after the revocation.

Who might we share your information with?
We will share your information with our bank/payment processing contractor to process your payment.

Under the Serious Crimes Act 2007, we may also share your information with certain anti-fraud agencies under for purposes in connection with the prevention of fraud.

If we refuse your application, or your licence is revoked, we will also share your information with NAFN Data and Intelligence Services, for inclusion on the National Register of Taxi Licence Revocations and Refusals (NR3), which is used to inform decisions on taxi licencing by other licensing authorities

We do not share your data outside the European Economic Area or use it for profiling or any other form of automated decision making.

Tax Conditionality
HMRC has introduced a simple tax check from 4 April 2022 that will take place when people renew their licences to drive taxis, drive and operate private hire vehicles, or deal in scrap metal. It will be supported by a new digital service that HMRC is developing.
This service has been created so that everyone pays the tax they should, creating a level playing field for the majority of people that comply. HMRC is working with industry bodies to make this as straightforward as possible. The check should take a few minutes every few years and confirm that someone is correctly registered for tax.
You will need to complete a tax check when you apply or renew your licence as a:
driver of a taxi (hackney carriage)
driver of a private hire vehicle (and dual licences)
private hire vehicle operator
scrap metal dealer mobile collector
scrap metal dealer site
You will be able to complete this tax check on GOV.UK, through your Government Gateway account using the following website -

The link to the factsheet is here Tax check factsheet - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk)
https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/licence-application-tax-check-communications-resources/tax-check-factsheet 
You will only need to answer a few questions to tell HMRC how you pay any tax that may be due on income you earn from your licensed trade. If you do not already have a Government Gateway account, you can sign up on GOV.UK.
The tax check should only take a few minutes. There’ll be guidance on GOV.UK and anyone who needs extra support will be able to complete the tax check by phone through HMRC’s customer helpline.
When you’ve completed the tax check, you’ll get a code. You must give this code to your licensing team. Fylde Council cannot proceed with your licence application or renewal until the tax check is completed and they’ve received the code.
